Ford Boss 302. This car was the pilot for the 1970
Boss 302 powered Shelby GT350 program. Shelby
had planned to use Boss 302s for a special run of 36
GT350s in Grabber Yellow with black stripes and
interior. Shelby ordered an early production 1969
Boss 302 and had it delivered to Kar Kraft for
conversion to a Shelby GT350. This pilot car was a
standard Boss 302 with Shelby equipment and
carried both a Boss and Shelby VIN. In 1969, with
the Boss Mustangs competing against his GT350s
and 500s, Shelby could see the writing on the wall
and canceled the Shelby Mustang program. This
Boss Shelby escaped the scrap pile after the
program ended and passed through a number of
owners until it made it back to Michigan where its
current owner has fully restored it back to its original
condition.

7. DO maintain at least half a tank of gas to
prevent unnecessarily stranding yourself in
adverse conditions. To help get the most out of
your tank, Ford offers fuel-saving technologies
such as its EcoBoost® engines, electric power-
assisted steering (EPAS) and hybrid electric
vehicles.

DONOT forget to check
levels and ensure all tires, including the spare,
have the required pressure and tread.
